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tion with the competent international and re-
gional intergovernmental organizations and
other bodies; :

(f) to enter, under the guidance of the Confer-
ence of the Parties, into such administrative
or contractual arrangements as may be re-
quired for the effective discharge of its func-
tions; and

(g) to perform other secretariat functions speci-
fied by the Convention and by any of its pro-
tocols and such other functions as may be
determined by the Conference of the Parties.

Article 25

Relations between the Conference of the Parties
and. intergovernmental organizations

In order to provide technical and financial co-
operation for achieving the objective of this Con-
vention, the Conference of the Parties may re-
quest the cooperation of competent international
and regional intergovernmental organizations in-
cluding financial and development institutions.

Article 26

Financial resources

1. The Parties recognize the important role
that financial resources play in achieving the ob-
jective of this Convention.

_ 2. Bach Party shall provide financial support
in respect of its national activities intended to
achieve the objective of the Convention, in ac-
cordance with its national plans, priorities and
programmes.

3. Parties shall promote, as appropriate, the
utilization of bilateral, regional, subregional and
other multilateral channels to provide funding
for the development and strengthening of multi-
sectoral comprehensive tobacco control pro-
grammes of developing country Parties and Par-
ties with economies in transition. Accordingly,
economically viable alternatives to tobacco pro-
duction, including crop diversification should be
addressed and supported in the context of na-
tionally developed strategies of sustainable de-
velopment.

4. Parties represented in relevant regional and
international intergovernmental organizations,
and financial and development institutions shall
encourage these entities to provide financial as-

Artikel 25

Forholdet mellem parternes konference og
mellemstatslige organisationer

For at sikre teknisk og ekonomisk samarbejde
om at nd denne konventions mal kan parternes
konference anmode kompetente internationale
og regionale mellemstatslige organisationer,
herunder finansielle institutioner og udviklings-
institutioner, om samarbejde.

Artikel 26
Okonomiske ressourcer

1. Parterne anerkender den vesentlige rolle,
som ekonomiske ressourcer spiller med henblik
pé at né konventionens mal.

2. Alle parter skal yde gkonomisk stette til de
nationale aktiviteter, som har til hensigt at reali-
sere konventionens mal, i overensstemmelse
med nationale planer, prioriteringer og program-
mer.

3. Parterne skal, nér det er relevant, fremme
brug af bilaterale, regionale, subregionale og an-
dre multilaterale kanaler til at tilvejebringe fi-
nansiering til udvikling og styrkelse af tveer-
sektorielle og omfattende tobakskontrolpro-
grammer i de lande, som er udviklingslande eller
overgangsgkonomier. I overensstemmelse her-
med skal ekonomisk levedygtige alternativer til
tobaksproduktion, herunder differentiering af af-
grader, tages op og stettes indenfor rammerne af
nationalt udviklede strategier for beeredygtig ud-
vikling.

4. Parter, som er repreesenteret 1 relevante re-
gionale og internationale mellemstatslige orga-
nisationer og i finansielle institutioner og udvik-
lingsinstitutioner, skal opfordre disse til at yde
