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shall be independent and impartial and shall be
available to serve the Subcommittee on Preven-
tion efficiently.

Article 6
1. Each State Party may nominate, in accord-
ance with paragraph 2 of the present article, up
to two candidates possessing the qualifications
and meeting the requirements set out in article 5,
and in doing so shall provide detailed informa-
tion on the qualifications of the nominees.
2. (a) The nominees shall have the nationality
of a State Party to the present Protocol;
(b) Atleast one of the two candidates shall have
the nationality of the nominating State Party;
(c) No more than two nationals of a State Party
shall be nominated;
(d) Before a State Party nominates a national of
another State Party, it shall seek and obtain
the consent of that State Party.

3. At least five months before the date of the
meeting of the States Paities during which the
elections will be held, the Secretary-General of
the United Nations shall address a letter to the
States Parties inviting them to submit their hom-
inations within three months. The Secretary-
General shall submit a list, in alphabetical order,
of all persons thus nominated, indicating the
States Parties that have nominated them.

Article 7
1. The members of the Subcommittee on Pre-
vention shall be elected in the following manner:

(a) Primary consideration shall be given to the
fulfilment of the requirements and criteria of
article 5 of the present Protocol;

(b) The initial election shall be held no later
than six months after the entry into force of
the present Protocol;

(¢) The States Parties shall elect the members of
the Subcommittee on Prevention by seCIet
ballot;

(d) Elections of the members of the Subcommit-
tee on Prevention shall be held at biennial
meetings of the States Parties convened by
the Secretary-General of the United Nations.
At those meetings, for which two thirds of
the States Parties shall constitute a quorum,
the persons elected to the Subcommittee on
Prevention shall be those who obtain the

Artikel 6

1. Enhver deltagende stat kan i overensstem-
melse med stk. 2 indstille op til to kandidater,
der har de kvalifikationer og opfylder de krav,
der er anfort i artikel 5, og skal samtidig hermed
give detaljerede oplysnmger om kandidaternes
kvalifikationer.

2. a) Kandidaterne skal vaere statsborge're ien
af de i denne protokol deltagende stater.

b) Mindst en af de to kandidater skal vere
statsborger i den indstillende deltagerstat.

¢) Der m4 ikke indstilles flere end to statsbor-
gere fra en deltagende stat.

d) Inden en deltagende stat indstiller en stats-
borger fra en anden deltagende stat, skal den
soge og fA samtykke fra den pagzldende an-
den deltagende stat.

3. Mindst fem méaneder for tidspunktet for det
mede mellem de deltagende stater, hvor valget
afholdes, skal De Forenede Nationers generalse-
kreteer sende et brev til de deltagende stater og
opfordre dem til inden tre méneder at indstille
deres kandidater. Generalsekreteeren fremsender
en fortegnelse over:samtlige sdledes indstillede
personer i alfabetisk orden med angivelse af de
deltagende stater, der har indstillet dem.

Artikel 7
1. Medlemmerne af forebyggelseskomiteen
veelges pa folgende made:

a) Der tages forst og fremmest hensyn til op-
fyldelse af de i protokollens artikel 5 anf;arte
krav og kriterier.

b) Det forste valg skal afholdes senest seks ma-
neder efter 1kraﬂtraedelsen af denne proto-
kol.

¢) De deltagende stater skal vaelge forebyggel-
seskomiteens medlemmer ved hemmelig af-
stemning.

d) Valg af forebyggelseskomiteens medlem-
mer finder sted hvert andet ar pa et af De
Forenede Nationers generalsekreter ind-
kaldt mode mellem de deltagende stater.
Ved disse meder, der for at vare beslut-
ningsdygtige kirazver deltagelse af to tredje-
dele af de deltagende stater, indveelges i
forebyggelseskomiteen de personer, der op-
