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2. After consultations, the Subcommittee on
Prevention shall notify the States Parties of its
programme in order that they may, without de-
lay, make the necessary practical arrangements
for the visits to be conducted.

3. The visits shall be conducted by at least two
members of the Subcommittee on Prevention.
These members may be accompanied, if needed,
by experts of demonstrated professional experi-
ence and knowledge in the fields covered by the
present Protocol who shall be selected from a
roster of experts prepared on the basis of propos-
als made by the States Parties, the Office of the
United Nations High Commissioner for Human
Rights and the United Nations Centre for Inter-
national Crime Prevention. In preparing the ros-
ter, the States Parties concerned shall propose no
more than five national experts. The State Party
concerned may oppose the inclusion of a specif-
ic expert in the visit, whereupon the Subcommit-
tee on Prevention shall propose another expert.

4, If the Subcommittee on Prevention consid-
ers it appropriate, it may propose a short follow-
up visit after a regular visit.

Article 14
1. In order to enable the Subcommittee on Pre-
vention to fulfil its mandate, the States Parties to
the present Protocol undertake to grant it:

(a) Unrestricted access to all information con-
-cerning the number of persons deprived of

their liberty in places of detention as defined

in article 4, as well as the number of places
and their location;

(b) Unrestricted access to all information refer-
ring to the treatment of those persons as well
as their conditions of detention;

(c) Subject to paragraph 2 below, unrestricted
access to all places of detention and their in-
stallations and facilities;

(d) The opportunity to have private interviews
with- the persons deprived of their liberty
without witnesses, either personally or with
a translator if deemed necessary, as well as
with any other person who the Subcommit-
tee on Prevention believes may supply rele-

‘vant information;

(e) The liberty to choose the places it wants to

visit and the persons it wants to interview.

2. Forebyggelseskomiteen giver efter samréad
de deltagende stater meddelelse om sit program,
saledes at de ufortevet kan treeffe de nedvendige
praktiske foranstaltninger til, at besogene kan
finde sted.

3. Beswgene gennemfores af mindst to med-
lemmer af forebyggelseskomiteen. Medlemmer-
ne kan efter behov ledsages af eksperter, der har
udvist faglig erfaring i og viden om de af denne
protokol omfattede omréder, og som veelges ud
fra en ekspertliste opstillet pa grundlag af forslag
fra de deltagende stater, De Forenede Nationers
Hajkommisser for Menneskerettigheder og De
Forenede Nationers Center for International Kri-

“minalitetsforebyggelse. Under forberedelsen af

listen kan de deltagende stater ikke foresl flere
end fem nationale eksperter. Den pagaeldende
deltagende stat kan modsztte sig en given eks-
perts deltagelse i besgget, hvorefter forebyggel-
seskomiteen skal foresla en-anden ekspert.

4. Hyis forebyggelseskomiteen anser det for
hensigtsmassigt, kan den foresla et kort opfalg-
ningsbesag efter et regelmaessigt besog.

Artikel 14 .

1. For at ggre det muligt for forebyggelsesko—
miteen at opfylde sit mandat forph gter de i den-
ne protokol deltagende stater sig t11 at glve komi-
teen:

a) uhindret adgang tit alle oplysnmger vedrg-

. rende antallet af frihedsberovede personer
pa tilbageholdelsessteder, jf. definitionen i

. artikel 4, samt om antallet af steder ogderes

beliggenhed;

b) uhindret adgang til alle oplysninger angéen-
-de behandlingen af sddanne personer samt
deres forhold under frihedsbergvelsen;

¢) uhindret adgang til alle tilbageholdelsesste-
der og de dertil horende anlaeg og faciliteter,
dog med forbehold af stk. 2;

d) lejlighed til at fore samtaler uden opsyn eller
vidner med de frihedsbergvede personer, en-
‘ten personligt eller med en tolk, hvis det
skennes nedvendigt, samt med enhver an-
den person, som forebyggelseskomiteen
mener kan give relevante oplysninger;

e) frihed til at veelge de steder, den ensker at
besoge, og de personer, den ensker at tale
med. :
