Dear Mr. F. Fischler,

The horizontal Council Regulation (EC) No
1782/2003, Article 69, stipulates that Member
States may retain up to 10 percent of the direct
payments to an individual sector and grant
these funds as additional payments in the sector
for specific purposes. ,

The implementing rule of Article 69, Com-
mission Regulation (EC) No 795/2004, stipula-
tes that Member States wanting to apply Article
69 shall notify the Commission by 1 August of
the year preceding the first year of application of
the single payment scheme at the latest.

As I'have indicated earlier Denmark plans to
implement the single payment scheme from the
year 2005 meaning that we before 1 August 2004
will have to notify the Commission about the
use of Article 69 in Denmark. Denmark has cho-
sen to implement the single payment scheme
without making use of the possibilities of Article
69. A reason for this Danish position is the lack
of flexibility, which — from the Danish point of
view — characterizes the implementing rules of
Article 69.

On the other hand Denmark will not rule out
that a more flexible implementation of Article 69
will make it easier to consider a future applicati-
on of Article 69 in Danish agricultural policy.

Therefore I will ask you and the Commission
to strongly reconsider the possibility to make an
amendment to Commission Regulation (EC) No
795/2004 in order to make the use of Article 69
more flexible. This may e.g. include a possibility
to disregard the obligation to notify use of Ar-
ticle 69 before the implementation of the single
payment scheme, flexibility in the yearly value
of the percentage of retention, a possibility to di-
stribute the funds across different sectors and to
have the discretion to distribute the funds in a
different year to which they were collected.

Statsministeren (Anders Fogh Rasmussen):
Copenhagen Consensus har ferst og fremmest
givet os foreget viden om de problemer, vi star
over for, og de lgsningsmuligheder, vi har at
veelge imellem. Konferencen har vist, at cost-be-
nefit analyser er et redskab, der ogsa kan bruges
ved prioriteringen af de store problemer, verden
star overfor.

Eksperterne satte frihandel bemeerkelsesveer-
dig hejt pa deres liste. Regeringen vil forfelge en
liberal handelspolitik i alle internationale sam-
menhzenge. I den forbindelse er det positivt, at
der for nylig er indgédet en rammeaftale om de
videre forhandlinger om en ny global frihan-
delsaftale — den sakaldte Doha-runde.

Jeg har ogsa med tilfredshed konstateret, at
der er god overensstemmelse mellem resultatet
af konferencen og den heje prioritet regeringen
tilleegger udviklingspolitikken. Der er god over-
ensstemmelse mellem de emner - sygdom, fat-
tigdom, sult og behov for rent vand — som eks-
perterne valgte at fokusere pa, og de emner, som
regeringen prioriterer hejst inden for udvik-
lings- og miljebistanden. Konferencens resulta-
ter vil lebende indga i regeringens prioriterin-
ger.

Danmark vil fortseette sin heje internationale
profil inden for milje- og udviklingspolitikken.
Regeringen vil fortseette med at presse pa for, at
ikke mindst verdens rige lande lever op til deres
internationale forpligtelser, seerligt FN’s malsaet-
ning om at yde mindst 0,7% af BNI i udviklings-
bistand.
