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Artikel 10 

Anerkendelse og fuldbyrdelse 

1 Enhver afgørelse truffet af en domstol med 
kompetence i henhold til artikel 9, som kan fuld- 
byrdes i oprindelseslandet, og dér ikke længere 
med sædvanlige retsmidler kan indbringes for 
en højere instans, skal anerkendes i enhver an- 
den kontraherende stat undtagen: 

a) hvor afgørelsen er opnået ved svig, eller 

b) hvor der ikke er givet sagsøgte passende frist 
og rimelig mulighed for at føre sin sag. 

2 En afgørelse, som anerkendes ifølge denne 
artikels stk. 1, kan fuldbyrdes i hver af de kon- 
traherende stater, så snart de i staten krævede 
formaliteter er iagttaget. Den formelle behand- 
ling må ikke medføre en genoptagelse af sagens 
realitet. 

Artikel 77 

Undtagelsesklausul 

Denne konvention træder i stedet for enhver 
konvention, som er i kraft eller åben for under- 
tegnelse, ratifikation eller tiltrædelse den dag, 
på hvilken konventionen åbnes for undertegnel- 
se, men kun idet omfang sådanne konventioner 
måtte være i modstrid med den. Intet i denne ar- 
tikel skal dog ændre kontraherende staters for- 
pligtelser over for ikke-kontraherende stater i 
henhold til sådanne konventioner. 

Artikel 12 

Undertegnelse, ratifikation, accept, godken- 
delse og tiltrædelse 

1 Denne konvention er åben for undertegnelse 
i organisationens hovedkontor fra 1. oktober 
2001 til 30. september 2002 og er herefter åben 
for tiltrædelse. - 

Article 10 

Recognition and enforcement 

1 Any judgement given by a court with jurisdic- 
tion in accordance with Article 9 which is en- 
forceable in the State of origin where it is no 
longer subject to ordinary forms of review, shall 
be recognised in any State Party, except: 

(a) where the judgement was obtained by fraud; 
or 

(b) where the defendant was not given reasona- 
ble notice and a fair opportunity to present his or 
her case. 

2 A judgement recognised under paragraph 1 
shall be enforceable in each State Party as soon 
as the formalities required in that State have 
been complied with. The formalities shall not 
permit the merits of the case to be reopened. 

Article 11 

Supersession clause 

This Convention shall supersede any Conven- 
tion in force or open for signature, ratification or 
accession at the date on which this Convention is 
opened for signature, but only to the extent that 
such Convention would be in conflict with it; 
however, nothing in this Article shall affect the 
obligations of States Parties to States not party to 
this Convention arising under such Convention. 

Article 12 

Signature, ratification, acceptance, approval 
and accession 

1 This Convention shall be open for signature at 
the Headquarters of the Organisation from 1 Oc- 
tober 2001 until 30 September 2002 and shall 
thereafter remain open for accession.
