c) henvisninger i denne konvention til kravene i
national ret skal fortolkes som henvisninger til
kravene i den relevante territorialenheds ret, og

d) henvisninger i artikel 9 og 10 til domstole og
domme, som skal anerkendes i kontraherende
stater, skal fortolkes som henvisninger til hen-
holdsvis domstole i og domme, som skal aner-
kendes af den relevante territorialenhed.

Artikel 14
Ikrafttraeden

1 Denne konvention treeder i kraft et ar efter
den dato, pa hvilken 18 stater, hvoraf fem stater
har skibe med en samlet bruttotonnage pa ikke
under 1 mio., enten har undertegnet den uden
forbehold for ratifikation, accept eller godkend-
else, eller har deponeret ratifikations-, accept-,
godkendelses- eller tiltreedelsesdokumenter hos
generalsekretaeren.

2 Denne konvention skal for enhver stat, der
ratificerer, accepterer, godkender eller tiltreeder
den, efter at betingelserne i stk. 1 for ikrafttree-
delse er opfyldt treede i kraft tre maneder efter
den dato, pa hvilken staten deponerede det rele-
vante instrument. :

(a) in the definition of ‘registered owner’ in Ar-
ticle 1(4), references to a State shall be construed
as references to such a territorial unit;

(b) references to the State of a ship's régistry and,
in relation to a compulsory insurance certificate;
to the issuing or certifying State, shall be con-
strued as referring to the territorial unit respec-
tively in which the ship is registered and which
issues or certifies the certificate;

(c) references in this Convention to the require-
ments of national law shall be construed as ref-
erences to the requirements of the law of the rel-
evant territorial unit; and »

(d) references in Articles 9 and 10 to courts, and
to judgements which must be recognised in
States Parties, shall be construed as references
respectively to courts of, and to judgements
which must be recogmsed in, the relevant terri-
tor1a1 unit ’

Article 14
‘Entry-into force

1 This Convention shall enter into force one
year following the date on which eighteen
States, including five States each with ships
whose combined gross tonnage is not less than 1
million, have either signed it without reservation
as to ratification, acceptance or approval or have
deposited instruments of ratification, accept-
ance, approval or accessmn with the Secretary-
General.

2 For any State which ratifies, accepts, ap-
proves or accedes to it after the conditions in par-
agraph 1 for entry into force have been met, this
Convention shall enter-into force three months
after the date of deposit by such State of the ap-
propriate instrument.
