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Artikel 5

1 En stat kan pa tidspunktet for konventionens
ratifikation, accept, godkendelse eller tiltreedel-
se eller pa et hvilket som helst tidspunkt erklee-
re, at denne konvention ikke finder anvendelse
pa skibe,

a) som ikke overstiger 200 bruttotons, og

b) som kun transporterer farlige og skadelige
stoffer i emballeret form, og

c) mens de foretager rejser mellem denne stats
havne eller faciliteter.

2 Hvis to nabostater er enige om, at denne kon-
vention ikke finder anvendelse pé skibe, der er
omfattet af stk. 1, litra a) og b), nér de foretager
rejser mellem disse staters havne eller facilite-
ter, kan de pagaldende stater erkleere, at undta-
gelsen fra konventionens anvendelsesomride i
henhold til stk. 1 ogsa omfatter skibe, der er om-
handlet i dette stykke.

3 Enstat, der har afgivet en erkleering i henhold
til stk. 1 eller 2, kan pé et hvilket som helst tids-
punkt treekke en sddan erklering tilbage.

4 En erklering afgivet i henhold til stk. 1 eller
2 og tilbagetreekningen af en erklering i hen-
hold til stk. 3 deponeres hos generalsekretaren,
som efter dens ikrafttreeden meddeler denne til
direkteren.

5 Hvis en stat har afgivet en erkleering i hen-
hold til stk. 1 eller 2 og ikke trukket den tilbage,
betragtes farlige og skadelige stoffer, der trans-
porteres i skibe, der er omfattet af det pageelden-
de stykke, ikke som bidragspligtig last i forbin-
delse, med anvendelse af artikel 18, 20, 21,
stk. 5, og artikel 43. ‘

6 HNS-fonden er ikke forpligtet til at betale er-
statning for skade forarsaget af stoffer, der
transporteres i et skib, som konventionen ikke
finder anvendelse pd i medfar af en erklering,
der er afgivet i henhold til stk. 1 eller2, i det om-
fang

Article 5

1 A State may,.at the time of ratification, ac-
ceptance, approval of, or accession to, this Con-
vention, or any time thereafter, declare that this
Convention does not apply to ships:

(a) which do not exceed 200 gross tonnage; and

(b) which carry haiérdous and noxious substanc-
es only in packaged form; and

(c) while they are engaged on voyages between
ports or facilities of that State.

2 Where two neighbouring States agree that
this Convention does not apply also to ships
which are covered by paragraph 1(a) and (b)
while engaged on voyages between ports or fa-
cilities of those States, the States concerned may
declare that the exclusion from the application of
this Convention declared under paragraph 1 cov-
ers also ships referred to in this paragraph.

3 Any State which has made the declaration un-
der paragraph 1 or 2 may withdraw such decla-~
ration at any time. :

4 A declaration made under paragraph 1 or 2,
and the withdrawal of the declaration made un-
der paragraph 3, shall be deposited with the Sec-
retary-General who shall, after the entry into
force of this communicate it to the Director.

5 Where a State has made a declaration under
paragraph 1 or 2 and has not withdrawn it, haz-
ardous and noxious substances carried on board
ships covered by that paragraph shall not be con-

“sidered to be contributing cargo for the purpose

of application of Articles 18, 20, Article 21(5)
and Article 43.

6 The HNS Fund is not liable to pay compensa-
tion for damage caused by substances carried by
a ship to which the Convention does not apply
pursuant to a declaration made under paragraph
1 or 2, to the extent that:
