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5 En forsikring eller anden ekonomisk sikker-
hed opfylder ikke bestemmelserne i denne arti-
kel, sdfremt den af anden grund end udiebet af
den i stk. 2 omhandlede gyldighedstid kan op-
here med at have gyldighed for udlebet af tre
maneder fra den dato, p& hvilken meddelelse om
dens opher er givet til den i stk. 4 nevnte myn-
dighed, medmindre det obligatoriske forsik-
ringscertifikat er blevet udstedt inden udlebet af
den nazvnte tidsfrist. De foranstiende bestem-
melser finder tilsvarende anvendelse pé enhver
endring, som medferer; at forsikringen eller
sikkerheden ikke leengere opfylder de i denne
art1ke1 1ndeholdte krav. ‘

6 Reglstrermgsstaten bestemmer under 1agtta-
gelse af bestemmelserne i denne artikel betin-
gelserne for det obligatoriske forsikringscertifi-
kats udstedelse og gyldighed.

7 . Obligatoriske forsikringscertifikater, der er
udstedt eller bekreftet af myndigheden i en kon-
traherende stat i overensstemmelse med stk. 2,
skal anerkendes af andre kontraherende stater
for s& vidt angar anvendelsen af denne konven-
tion og skal af andre kontraherende stater aner-
kendes som havende samme gyldighed som de
af dem udstedte eller bekraftede obligatoriske
forsikringscertifikater, ogsé selv om disse er ud-
stedt eller bekraeftet for et skib, der ikke er regi-
streret i en kontraherende stat. En kontraherende
stat kan nér som helst udbede sig forhandling
med den udstedende eller bekraeftende stat, sé-
fremt den har formodning om, at den i det obli--
gatoriske forsikringscertifikat naevnte forsik-
ringsgiver eller garant ikke er i stand til at opfyl-
de sine gkonomiske forphgtelser i henhold t11
denne konvent10n . :

5 An insurance or other financial security shall
not satisfy the requirements of this Article if it
can cease, for reasons other than the expiry of
the period of validity of the insurance or security
specified in the certificate under paragraph 2, be-
fore three months have elapsed from the date on
which notice of its termination is given to the au-
thorities referred to in paragraph 4, unless the
compulsory insurance certificate has been issued
within the said period. The foregoing provisions

shall similarly apply to any modification which

results in the insurance or security no longer sat-
isfying the requirements of this Article. -

6 The State of the ship's registry shall, subject
to the provisions of this Article, determine the
conditions of issue and validity of the compulso-
ry insurance certificate.

7 Compulsory. insurance certificates issued or
certified under the authority of a State Party in
accordance with paragraph 2 shall be accepted
by other States Parties for the purposes of this
Convention and shall be regarded by other States
Parties as having the same force as compulsory
insurance certificates issued or certified by them
even if issued or certified in respect of a ship not
registered in a State Party. A State Party may at
any time request consultation with the issuing or
certifying State should it believe that the insurer
or guarantor named in the compulsory insurance
certificate is not financially capable of meeting
the obligations imposed by this Convention.
