Recalling the need to strengthen the fight
against terrorism and reaffirming that all
measures taken to prevent or suppress terrorist
offences have to respect the rule of law and
democratic values, human rights and funda-
mental freedoms as well as other provisions of
international law, including, where applicable,
international humanitarian law;

Recognising that this Convention is not in-
tended to affect established principles relating
to freedom of expression and freedom of asso-
ciation;

Recalling that acts of terrorism have the pur-
pose by their nature or context to seriously in-
timidate a population or unduly compel a gov-
ernment or an international organisation to
perform or abstain from performing any act or
seriously destabilise or destroy the fundamen-
tal political, constitutional, economic or social
structures of a country or an international or-
ganisation;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1 — Terminology
1. For the purposes of this Convention, “ter-
rorist offence” means any of the offences
within the scope of and as defined in one of the
treaties listed in the Appendix.

2. On depositing its instrument of ratifica-
tion, acceptance, approval or accession, a
State or the European Community which is
not a party to a treaty listed in the Appendix
may declare that, in the application of this
Convention to the Party concerned, that treaty
shall be deemed not to be included in the Ap-
pendix. This declaration shall cease to have ef-
fect as soon as the treaty enters into force for
the Party having made such a declaration,
which shall notify the Secretary General of the
Council of Europe of this entry into force.

Artikel 1 — Terminologi
1. I denne konvention betyder »terrorhand-
ling« enhver af de forbrydelser, der er omfattet
af og defineret i en af de i bilaget opregnede
traktater.

2. Ved deponering af sit ratifikations-, ac-
cept-, godkendelses- eller tiltredelsesinstru-
ment kan en stat eller Det Europaiske Flles-
skab, som ikke er deltager i en i bilaget angivet
traktat, erklere, at den pageeldende traktat ved
anvendelse af denne konvention over for den
pagaldende part skal anses for ikke at vaere
omfattet af bilaget. Erkleeringen opherer med
at vaere gzldende, s& snart traktaten treeder i
kraft for den part, der har afgivet erkleringen,
idet parten skal underrette Europarédets gene-
ralsekreter om en sddan ikrafttraeden.
