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Article 23 — Signature and entry into force

1. This Convention shall be open for signa-
ture by the member States of the Council of
Europe, the European Community and by
non-member States which have participated in
its elaboration. ‘

2. This Convention is subject to ratification,

acceptance or approval. Instruments of ratifi-

cation, acceptance or approval shall be depos-
ited with the Secretary General of the Council
of Europe.

3. This Convention shall enter into force on
the first day of the month following the expi-
ration of a period of three months after the date
on which six Signatories, including at least
four member States of the Council of Europe,
have expressed their consent to be bound by
the Convention in accordance with the provi-
sions of paragraph 2.

4. In respect of any Signatory which subse-
quently expresses its consent to be bound by it,
the Convention shall enter into force on the
first day of the month following the expiration
of a period of three months after the date of the
expression of its consent to be bound by the
Convention in accordance with the provisions
of paragraph 2.

Article 24 — Accession to the Convention

1. After the entry into force of this Conven-
tion, the Committee of Ministers of the Coun-
cil of Europe, after consulting with and obtain-
ing the unanimous consent of the Parties to the
Convention, may invite any State which is not
amember of the Council of Europe and which
has not participated in its elaboration to accede
to this convention. The decision shall be taken
by the majority provided for in Article 20.d of
the Statute of the Council of Europe and by the
unanimous vote of the representatives of the
Parties entitled to sit on the Committee of
Ministers.

2. In respect of any State acceding to the
convention under paragraph 1 above, the Con-
vention shall enter into force on the first day of
the month following the expiration of a period
of three months after the date of deposit of the
instrument of accession with the Secretary
General of the Council of Europe.

Artikel 23 — Undertegnelse og ikrafttreeden
1. Denne konvention star &ben for underteg-
nelse for alle Europaradets medlemsstater, Det
Europziske Fellesskab samt ikke-medlems-
stater, der har deltaget i dens udarbejdelse.

2. Denne konvention skal ratificeres, accep-
teres eller godkendes. Ratifikations-, accept-
eller .godkendelsesinstrumenter skal depone-
res hos Europarddets generalsekretear.

3. Denne konvention trader i kraft den for-
ste dag i den maned, der folger efter udlebet af

Artikel 24 — Tiltreedelse af konventionen

1. Efter denne konventions ikrafttreeden kan
Europarddets Ministerkomité efter at have
konsulteret parterne og opnéet deres enstem-
mige samtykke dertil opfordre enhver stat, der
ikke er medlem af Europarddet og.ikke har
deltaget i konventionens udarbejdelse, til at
tiltrede konventionen.
